Product features

The zone controller system consists of the zone controller interface (this product) and the main remote
controller. Use the main remote controller for various operations.

The main remote controller is a device for operating the basic functions of the air conditioners connected
to it, setting schedules and adjusting the openings in each zone via the zone controller interface. The main
remote controller has a thermo-hygro sensor for air conditioning purposes.
